place value – the value of the position of a digit in a number

expanded notation – a way to write numbers to show the value of each digit (ex: 5642 = 5,000 + 600 + 40 + 2)

standard form – a number written with one digit for each place value.

digit – any one of the 10 symbols 0,1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9

numeral – a symbol used to represent a number

value – what a number is worth
ones – tens – hundreds – thousands – ten thousands – hundred thousands – On the test, students will recognize and identify the correct values for given numbers on the test. (ex: In 5,642 what is the value of 6? Answer = hundreds)
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
